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COMMENTARY - January 2023

The Securis Catastrophe Bond Fund was up +1.79% in January 2023. The month’s strong performance has been driven by a combination of further price
recovery in positions potentially exposed to Hurricane lan and unsatisfied buy interest in the secondary market. After December’s flurry of activity, the
primary market was quiet, as is typically the case in January. There was just one cat bond issue priced during the month, in which the Fund did not
participate, and two new issues were launched, both on behalf of repeat sponsors.

In the secondary market we observed a change of dynamic over the course of the month. It appears that much of the cash released from securities
maturing in December and early January has remained in the market, as investors have opted to focus on cat bonds as opposed to switching out into
private investments. This, combined with modest in-flows, has prompted a significantincrease in buy interest over the course of the month pressuring
spreads which dropped a little off December’s historical highs. Nonetheless the Fund was able to realise value in the secondary market, making a
number of purchases, mostly in the first half of the month.

There were no catastrophe events during the month affecting the Fund. We expect primary issuance to pick-up later in February/March. Current
indicators are that there is a full pipeline of deals ahead which is likely to more than match investor demand, thus underpinning spreads and terms.
