COMMENTARY — SEPTEMBER 2023

The Securis Catastrophe Bond Fund was up +1.50% net in September 2023, taking the year-to-date return to +13.45%. September is
the climatological peak of the hurricane season, and accordingly a month where we typically expect to see capital appreciation in
investments in the absence of events. However capital returns in the month were not significant owing to net outflows across the
market in the period.

Q3 saw the realisation of an active hurricane period with 17 named storms including 3 major hurricanes. In anticipation of this
heightened hurricane activity, we took a defensive approach and maintained an underweight position in Florida for 2023. The month
saw ldalia landfall in Florida as a major category 3 hurricane. Fortunately for the state, the storm hit an area of low population
density and thus will not result in material volumes of insurance claims.

There were no primary issues in the month, however the market is gearing up for an active Q4 issuance season that is expected to
commence in October.
