COMMENTARY — November 2024

The Securis Catastrophe Bond Fund was up +0.74% in November 2024, bringing the year-to-date return to +11.79%. Although the
North Atlantic hurricane season does not officially end until November 30th, no events of any significance occurred during the
month and the focus of the market fell to primary issuance. 18 tranches of notes were launched during the month targeting more
than $2bn of capital. Alongside a number of repeat sponsors, three new sponsors, all from Europe, entered the market illustrating
its continued expanding appeal.

Diminishing seasonal gains on hurricane bonds combined with the impact of primary market activity contributed to a pronounced
slowing of the spread-tightening experienced over the previous three months. The market weighted average spread now stands
close to the long-term average, however variations continue to arise in the relative attraction of index and indemnity bonds. Driven
by strong demand and relatively lower levels of supply, index bonds continue, in our view, to be expensive.

During the month, the Fund’s activities have been focussed on the primary market, investing in 5 tranches of notes, most
significantly taking positions in one of the Fund’s core programs issued on behalf of a high-quality long-term sponsor. Looking ahead,
areas of focus will include looking to capitalise on disparities between index and indemnity bonds and adjusting the portfolio to
allow for reduced and changing sensitivities relating to US hurricane-exposed bonds, now that the hurricane season is over.
